Royal Botanic Garden




Today we are going to visit one really interesting place in Edinburgh: The Royal Botanic Garden. The Royal Botanic Garden Edinburgh (RBGE) is a scientific centre for the study of plants, their diversity and conservation, as well as a popular tourist attraction. It was founded in 1670 as a physic garden to grow medicinal plants. The RBGE's living collection consists of more than 13,302 plant species whilst the herbarium contains 3 million preserved specimens.

At the end of the session, you will have:


	read and answered some questions about Royal Botanic Garden,




	revised the use of the adverbs of possibility,




	designed the final version of your poster.
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Would you like to know more about the Royal Botanic Garden? Have you ever been to one Botanic Garden in another town?


Click on the Royal Botanic Garden Official Website and try to find out the following information (Read the following questions and answer them);


	Can you celebrate a wedding at the Botanic Garden premises? If so, how much do you have to pay? (To find out, visit the Wedding Packages section).




	How much does a ticket to the garden cost? And a ticket to the Glasshouse? (To find out, visit the Visitor Information section).




	How many different kinds of tours can a visitor do at the Royal Botanic Garden? (To find out, visit the Guided Tours section).




	If you are hungry, what kind of meals can you have at the Gateway restaurant? (To find out, visit The Gateway section).

Your challenge: Edinburgh. Here we go!




Challenge Step 2: Getting to know what is required and starting with the research

At this stage, once you have set up your teams and created your Google Site, you have to continue with the Scottish entry for the English-speaking cities challenge.

Edinburgh is the capital city of Scotland, one of the countries in the United Kingdom. Its flag, which you have underneath, is also part of the Union Jack.

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The minimum requirements that your group has to fulfill in order to rise up to this challenge successfully include:


	the map of the city from Google Maps with the route of the ten steps we have in our tour of the city.




	one video about tourism in the city,




	some text about what tourists can do in the city,




	And two links to printable guides, leaflets, brochures, and so forth.

After having read the information about these five Scottish sports, you have to answer the following questions orally and record your questions and answers in pairs in order to upload the result to your learning diary after having answered them:

Task Step 2: Starting with the research of your favourite sports and hobbies

As the task for this project is to design a poster about "your five favourite sports and hobbies”, it will be necessary to start looking for the information that you will include in your digital poster:
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The following points could be very helpful for you to look for the right information:


	Read about various online tools for designing digital posters.





	Now, you have to look for some interesting links where you can find information about this topic: summer and winter Olympic sports, hobbies, minority sports, etc. Your teacher can help you select the most interesting ones.




	You have to share what you have found with the rest of the class through different means. For example, you can use a Twitter hashtag,(#taskposter or #projectedinburgh are the official project ones).




	You can organize the brainstorm ideas about “your favourite sports and hobbies” and start selecting which five you are going to include in your poster.
