Welcome to a new learning adventure in which you are going to improve your English skills and your ICT ones. This project is about food, recipies and cookery, you will learn also about how to write a recipe. Try to do your best and to enjoy your learning process. 
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Along this resource you will work on food, the different food at different countries and the likes and dislikes about food of your classmates; you will also be learning how to write a recipe.  You will study the present simple and focus on the third person singular, how to write commands, and how to deal with data of a survey.

Along this project you will be proposed five missions and a final challenge. You will also work individually, but also you will have pair or group working.

Asking classmates




At the end of this mission you will be able: to express and talk about the conclusions of an investigation about food likes.  

We will work the writing and speaking skills.
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Along this mission we will create a survey in which you are going to ask about you classmate likes about food or maybe about their eating habits. At the end you will create a post explaining the results of your survey. 












Grammar point: Questions




Before creating your questionaire it will be very useful to remind or learn a bit more about how to create and ask good questions in English.
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For that reason you have to work with some links in which you can read more information and learn and also you will be able to practice it before writing your own ones for the survey.

Now you are ready to create very original and perfectly correct questions for your survey.














The survey




Now you know the grammar you will need to start creating the survey and ask it to your mates. Remember when we are dealing with surveys it suppose a process: You have to create the questions, then you will send it to the people you want to answer it. You will get all the data, write down some conclusions and then publish it. 

Let's create your survey. We will offer you two posible options:


	Create the survey using Google Drive Forms.




	Create your survey in your notebook and asking your partners one by one.



Everything it is going to depend on you access to ICT. But all the survey will be exactly the same:


	Ten questions in total.




	Five questions about food like.




	Five questions about eating habits. 




	The 'Rubric for a questionnaire' will help you know how to do a great job





When you finish writing your ten questions let's design the form if you have chosen this option and then send it to your mates using your e-mail. Or if you have chosen then other option let's start asking your mates. 

When you finish it would be time to create the conclusions and to analyse the final results of the answers. Create a graph to represent all your data.
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Your final product for this mission will be create the post to include all the information about the survey.


	The link to the form or the ten questions.




	The picture of the graph.




	An explanatory text to explain the answers with at least five sentences. For example, The 50% of the classmates drink juice at breakfast time. 



It must be clear and atractive.  The 'Rubric for an explanatory text' will help you know how to do a great job. You can include the poster into you blog adding information about what your group work is. 

Don't forget to identify your post with the tag "Project A cook book".

If you want, your teacher can spread your post using the Twitter account of the classroom. For that you have to write down the tweet for the teacher. Remember:

	Include the link to your post.

Our project: General information




The final outcome will be a magazine of recipes in which you will include a recipe of a food that you like.  In order to be able to create the final product, you will surf and overcome different missions that will help you gain knowledge and acquire strategies.

This project will be worked in a collaborative way. There will be pair work, team work and individual work. This means that the knowledge will be created by the teacher's explanation, as well as self investigation and interaction among the partners.
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It will be really important for the success to follow all the instructions given in each activity, using the net and the links as a source of information.

We will use a blog that works as your digital portfolio. Each of you must have his/her own blog. The tutorial 'How to start a blog on blogger' will help you to create the blog in a very easy way. The 'Rubric to assess blog posts' will help you do a great work on your blog:

Along the work you'll be asked to make some posts to share and present the works and activities you are doing. At the end of all of them you will be asked to design a final post with all the knowledge and products you will have come up with along this project.

All your posts in the blog will be identified with the tag "Project A Cookbook".

This project is part of a group of projects. If you have learnt through the rest of these projects, use always the same blog. If you work only on this one, you must create one for your work.

It would be a pity if just the teacher, you and some of your partners enjoyed your final work and your blog. Why don't you use other ways to spread the word?


	Send the blog link to your parents, friends... They will really like to know what you are doing at school.




	Get a Twitter account for the class, it will be run by the teachers. Tweet what you want to publish promoting your final post and some of the works using the #projectacookbook hashtag and create one with the name of your group (e.g. #iescedecgroupthekings). Remember: 140 characters including the link and the hashtag the class has decided on for this project. Because of your age the Twitter account will be run by your teachers, so you will write the tweet and then your teacher will recap all the class tweets in list.ly. The 'Rubric to asses a tweet'. 
 will help you create a good tweet.




At the end of each mission your teacher will give you a badge through the website Class Badges. Let`s try and do our best!

Every mission will include a final task to consolidate all the learning. This final task will be assessed using different rubrics:


	Food around the world:'Rubric for informative / explanatory text' 




	At the restaurant: 'Rubric to asses a video challenge' 




	At the market: 'Rubric to asses a slide presentation'  /   'Rubric for a digital poster




	Statistics about food:  'Rubric for a questionnaire'  /  'Rubric for an explanatory text' 



This project will be evaluated following this pattern:


	Your teacher will evaluate the final product (last post in your blog) following the rubric to assess the general product. It will be 40% of the final score.




	Your partners will carry out peer assessment and will grade your collaborative teamwork. It will be 20% of the final score. The students can generate the different levels or items to evaluate.




	Students will self-evaluate the final product using the rubric. It will be 20% of the final score.




	The final score will also include 20% for the teacher to evaluate how the students are involved in the project or tackle the different missions.



The 'Assessment rubric: A cookbook' will be our reference for the global project.












Someone who.....




To start with this topic we are going to play a game called Someon who... The teacher will give you the document 'Someone who', and you need to find classmates who have the given characteristics, in this case we are going to deal with likes and dislikes about food. 

First of all you need to write down the questions. They are going to be Yes / No questions. Two websites will help you to learn about how to build them. Let's have a look:

Once you have completed the document it would be time to look for your mates, ask them and take down notes about their answers.
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Now you know new vocabulary about food and also you know a bit better your class mates.

The book is going to include the recipies done by the each one of the pairs created in the school group. But they are not going to be recipes pick up from a website, you have to talk with your family because they are going to be "Traditional food" recipies, so maybe a talk with your granparents will be amazing for this task. 

The teacher will create an account at an online tool to create the final book, so each pair of students will log in and post their own one. There are a lot of differente tools to make products like this.

Your recipe




As we told you our "cookbook" is going to be about Traditional food. So you have to interview your parents or your grandparents. You are going to work in pair on this so maybe a Google Drive Document will be great to deal with it. Any other ways to share information and ideas and work together will be welcome.

Your recipe should include:


	Ingredients you will need and the quantity of each one you will need.




	Description of the process.




	Photo of the final products already prepare.




	Tutorial about the process (You can record yourself cooking or create a video with some photos of the process)
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Your final product for this mission will be create the post to include your recipe and the book of your class with all of them. These points can help you to remember all the information you should include into your post.


	An explanation about the task.




	The link to the Google Drive Document (or the original text) with your recipe.




	The video you have created to present your recipe.




	Embed the cookbook with all the recipes of your classmates.




	The link to your Learning Diary.




	A short reflection about what you have learnt and how you have learnt that.

	Final outcome of the project: The cookbok of the class.




	A good idea would be to include the links to all the posts you have created along the whole project.




	You can also include the link to your Learning Diary. 
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In addition, you are invited to make a public presentation of your videos. Don't you think it could be a great activity to organize an event at your school/classroom? Teachers, students, parents and maybe other people could know what you have done and value all your effort.

Each group must introduce the video. The resource 'San Gregorio Sección Bilingüe: Useful sentences for your videos and presentations'  will help you with general sentences to prepare your speech.

The 'Rubric to assess an oral presentation' will help you know how to do a great job.

Now it is time to spread your final post through the social networks. Remember we have a Twitter account for the class, it is run by the teacher. So it is time for you to create a tweet to spread your post. It will be published through the class account. Remember:

Grammar point: I would like 




As you have checked in the previous listening you cannot order food just saying this or that. I you want to be a bit polite with the the waiter you have to you the modal verb would + like. Let's enjoy this video about a similar situation.

At the restaurant.




We are going to create a imaginary situation in which you go to a restaurant and you order some food to the waiter. For achiving the final task you will need to organize in groups of four:


	Three of you will be the actors: one waiter and two customers.




	The other person will be the cameraman, and this person will upload the video into the platform. 
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You have to make some tasks before recording the video:


	Prepare the script. What is each character going to say?




	The background and the atrezzo: The table, the dishes, the menu, etc.....




	Rehearse it until you feel confortable with it. 





Your final mission will be to record and upload to Youtube your video with the 'restaurant scene'. You may edit it using any tool like (Wevideo) The 'Rubric to asses a video challenge' will help you know how to do a great job. You can include your video into your blog adding information about what your group work is.
